Protest is recognised not only as a human
right, but also as a powerful catalyst for
change. Young people, historically at the forefront of activism, continue to
engage in protests on issues such as the climate crisis, social inequalities,
and international conflicts.

However, recent government legislation, including the Policing Act 2022
and the Public Order Act 2023, new forms of technology and surveillance,
and increasingly dispersed centres of power, are changing how we think
about dissent, and what is possible to achieve.
